Rules and Expectations:

I expect you to participate, respond, and ask relevant questions on a daily basis.  I expect you to be able to work along side with each other, as individuals, as partners, and as groups on regular basis. · Be respectful toward one another.

· Be respectful to the teacher and the classroom.

· Absolutely NO cell phone or any electronic device.  This is Rule # 27 (Student Hand Book page 42-45): Prohibitions on the Use of Cellular Phones and Electronic Device.  If you have a cell phone in your bag, keep it there and keep it turned off.  Electronic device will be confiscated until the end of day on the second offense; take up and call home on third offense for parent to pick up.  Repeated offenses will result in the device being turned over to the administration.
Bathroom Policy:


Your child will be given 10 bathroom passes for the semester.  Any left over passes will earn students points at the end of the semester.  Unless it is an emergency, there is no need to use these passes.  There is time during class changes for students to take care of their personal needs.  
Absentee/Tardy Policy:


I will follow the outline of GCS absentee policy, which can be found in the student handbook.  Three tardies equals one absence and more than three absences without make-up time will cause a failure in the course.  Your child will need to be responsible about their absences.  I encourage you to please beware of this policy, and do not allow your child to wait until the end of the semester to make-up their absences.  Make-up time will be 45 minutes per class per absent after three.

Binder/Notebook check:

Homework:

· Homework assignment will be given on a daily basis and must be turn in the following school day.  If homework is not turn in the day after it’s given out it will be consider late.  There is a no late homework policy.  All assignments should have your name, date, and the assignment should be properly labeled.  (If I don’t know what you are turning in, or who is turning it in the assignment will be considered garbage.)  If you are absent it is up to you to determine what assignments need to be made up and to turn them in within five days after your absence.
· Completing homework assignments is vital to your success in this class.  Incomplete or late assignments are the primary cause of failure in this course.

· Copying homework, class work, ect. will result in a zero.
TEST/QUIZZES:
· Quizzes may be announce or unannounced.  Major tests will be given approximately every 6-8 days and will be cumulative.  You will be given at least three days notice before every major test.  You will also be given a test breakdown at that time to guide you in your studying.  MOST tests and quizzes can also be retaken for an average of the two tests/quizzes on the schedule day for retake by me or within 5 days from the day of the actual test/quiz.  Anyone who misses a major test or quiz will need to schedule a time before or after school to make up within the allotted time frame of 5 days.
